2. Water billsaremailed quarterly - (January, April, July & October)
3. Noburning of garbage or brush ispermitted in the Village of Red Hook. BBQ’s are permitted.

4. Thereisaleash law in theVillage. No dogisallowed off your property unless contained by a leash and
dog feces must be discarded by the dog owner.

5. Villagetaxes areduein Juneof each year. School taxesareduein September, land and county taxes
areduein February.

6. Village snow ordinanceisin effect from November 1% through March 31%. During thistimethereisno
street parking per mitted between the hours of 11:00pm —6:00am. All residents must keep sidewalks clear
of all snow, ice and debris. Please shovel all fire hydrants of snow and ice.

7. Zoningisin effect. Pools, decks, additions and any change of construction requires a building per mit
and some planning board approval. The Zoning officeislocated at the Village Hall. Zoning Hoursare
Monday and Wednesday 11:00am — 4:00pm.

8. TheVillage of Red Hook POLICE DEPARTMENT is now dispatching through the New York State Police
and the non-emergency contact number is 758-0060. Please remember in an emergency DIAL 911.

No household garbage or lumber of
any kind is permitted. The Landfill isopen on Saturday from 9:00am — 2:00pm.

12. Senior Citizens, Star Exemptionsand Veterans Exemptions should be applied for at the Assessor’s office
located at the Town of Red Hook, Town Hall, 7340 South Broadway, Red Hook (845-758-4604).



13. The Village Hall hours are Monday — Friday — 9:00am — 4:00pm, with the exception of holidays.

14. Werequirethat any resident selling or moving from the Village please notify the Village Hall for afinal
water reading. We must also be advised of the new owners name and address for futurebillings.
